l. Opening Remarks.

Christian Froelich welcomed everyone. He shared the different ways that the public could view the meeting. He
explained how the attendees could access the agenda packet for the discussion and how they could submit
comments for the debate.

Carlos Diaz de Leon gave instructions on how to use the translation services.
Christian Froelich explained the consent guidelines and confirmed they reached a quorum.
Eric Reyes apologized for not attending the previous meeting.
Il. Public Comment Period
There were no public comments.
M. Approval of Minutes.
Hector Cervantes motioned to approve the minutes of the September 15th meeting.
Sergio Cabafias seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
Iv. Presentations

Supplemental Environmental Project (SEP) Program, Armando Garcia; CARB.

Christian Froelich asked about the criteria used to determine the boundaries of a penalty area. He also
requested information regarding any community outreach initiatives associated with the program.

Armando Garcia explained that upon notification of settlements, they provide a list of Supplemental Environmental
Projects (SEPs). He noted a preference for selecting SEPs located near the site of the violation, although this is
not always feasible due to the statewide nature of many violations. He indicated that relevant information is
available on their website and mentioned ongoing efforts to redevelop their outreach program to engage a broader
range of communities.



Eric Reyes asked whether payments were made partially in advance or if the full amount was paid up-front
and subsequently reimbursed.

Armando Garcia stated that projects commence once funding is provided by the violator. He clarified that their
program does not operate on a reimbursement basis. Depending on the nature of the project, funding may be
partial or full. He added that they always confirm in advance whether the recipient is willing to accept the proposed
funding arrangement.

Eric Reyes asked if they've funded home air filtration system projects.
Armando Garcia confirmed they have done home air filtration projects.

Eric Reyes asked if there were requirements for people to be able to receive those air filters from CARB.

Armando Garcia clarified that communities have the authority to add requirements when deemed
necessary. He noted that CARB’s role is limited to reviewing those submissions.

Abigail Arballo reported that APCD is preparing to submit two SEP applications: one focused on
implementing air filtration systems in schools and another supporting a school flag program.

Armando Garcia invited project suggestions and encouraged attendees to contact him directly with ideas.
Christian Froelich asked if an old road would be SEP-eligible.

Armando Garcia said it was possible. He commented that SEPs could also supplement existing projects.
Mario Lopez asked for Armando Garcia’s contact information.

Armando Garcia said he would share his information.

AB 617 North-End Sensor Network Update, Maarten Schreuder; SCS Engineers.

Christian Froelich asked if the temperatures exceeded the manufacturer's specifications.

Maarten Schreuder mentioned that they had exceeded the limit by a small amount. He noted that they are
working with the manufacturer to see if it is possible to set the shut-off threshold higher.

Title Five: Rule 900, Ismael Garcia; ICAPCD.
Debbie Salas asked why Niland was not included.

Israel Hernandez explained that the county’s initial application to the state encompassed the entire
northern area but was not approved. As a result, the application had to be revised with a reduced coverage
area to gain acceptance, which unfortunately excluded Niland.

Debbie Salas asked what could be done to change that.

Dianne Sanchez acknowledged that CARB recognizes that the nineteen designated communities across
the state do not represent all those in need of support. She stated that CARB has expanded its efforts
beyond these selected areas. She highlighted the Community Air Grants program, which allows nonprofits
from any community to apply for funding, and noted that SEPs operate similarly, offering opportunities for
broader community participation.

Debbie Salas asked how she could view the data from the Niland monitor.



Israel Hernandez mentioned she could view the data on the Imperial Valley website.
Sergio Cabaiias requested clarification on how the permits would be adjusted once a resolution was made.

Victor Mendez stated that upon receiving confirmation, they intend to revise the permit language during the
scheduled renewal period. He noted that Title V permits are renewed every five years.

Christian Froelich asked how many entities Title V have permits in the county.
Victor Mendez said that they have eight active permits in the county.

V. Discussion / Information Items
Imperial County AB 617 North-End Corridor Open Discussion, ICAPCD.
Eric Reyes asked about the closing date for the RFPs.

Adriana Carrillo stated that RFPs would conclude on October 31st and noted that she would provide additional
details during the agency updates segment.

VI. Agency Updates

Dianne Sanchez reported that the most recent allocation of CAP incentives designated $4.87 million for the Air
District. She announced that the full amount would be directed to the North End community. She expressed
enthusiasm about the upcoming projects and noted her availability for any questions.

Christian Froelich asked if those funds would go through the CSC committee.

Dianne Sanchez confirmed those funds would be used only for the North End committee. She clarified that the
funds could be used for any CAP incentives or community-identified projects.

Adriana Carrillo reported that they had received several applications in response to the RFPs, which would
soon be under review. She noted that applications for the Community Steering Committee were now open,
following the conclusion of the two-year term. She encouraged current members to reapply and clarified that the
opportunity was also open to the public. The application period was scheduled to close on October 29.

Edgar Self, Public Works Director for Calipatria, reported ongoing issues with dust originating from the airport.
He explained that the city is collaborating with its engineering department to develop property plotting strategies
aimed at mitigating the problem. He identified land plotting as the primary challenge, but noted that once
resolved, several developers are ready to begin construction.

Mario Lopez recommended looking into the SEP program for Calipatria.
Edgar Self said they were looking into it.

Israel Hernandez shared that a collaboration meeting with the Institute for Local Government is scheduled for
November 15th in EI Centro. He mentioned that the meeting would seek community participation to explore
improvements to AB 617.

Monica clarified that the Institute for Local Government is organizing regional meetings to broaden community
participation.

Adriana Carrillo clarified that invitations had already been sent to Community Steering Committee members,
while the public invitation remained pending due to the awaited flyer from the Institute for Local Government.



VII. Agenda Topics for Next Meeting.

Christian Froelich noted that the following meeting would be held on November 17th at the Del Rio Community
Center in Brawley.

Eric Reyes said he'd like to start analyzing their initial findings because that would set the tone for the following
year.

Adriana Carrillo asked Eric Reyes when he would proceed with his pending presentation about mobile
monitoring.

Eric Reyes confirmed he would present it during the following meeting.

An attendee asked whether the $4.78 million allocated for the North-End community also encompassed the west
and east sides of the Salton Sea.

Israel Hernandez confirmed the allocation covers Brawley, Westmorland, and Calipatria, as approved by the
CSC.

Lillian Garcia proposed including Bombay Beach in the list and expressed interest in a presentation detailing
enforcement actions related to hydrogen sulfide and methane within the corridor. She also suggested offering
educational presentations on gases to the committee members.

Israel Hernandez said they would look into that suggestion.

Christian Froelich said it was a good idea.
Mario Lopez asked Lillian Garcia if she still planned to do a presentation on H2S to the committee.

Lillian Garcia said the data was shared with CARB and is currently under review. She mentioned she would have
an internal meeting with CARB and APCD to discuss the data. She reiterated that her recommendation was an
educational presentation on behalf of the district.

Eric Reyes asked who collected the data that was shared with CARB.

Lillian Garcia confirmed her organization collected the data through AQMesh pods.

Eric Reyes asked why they had to wait for CARB to review the data before she could present it to the committee.
Lillian Garcia recommended waiting for CARB to finish its analyses first.

Mario Lopez mentioned he did not understand why it was necessary to wait for CARB to finish its review of the
data.

Lillian Garcia expressed concern regarding the lack of progress on H2S enforcement, noting that she has been
advocating for action over the past several months without results. She also stated that she has not received any
inquiries or communications from members regarding the issue.

Mario Lopez stated that members had requested a presentation from her, but she declined. He added that they
had questions regarding the data and were interested in seeing a presentation on the subject.

Lillian Garcia reiterated her intention to wait for CARB’s review before proceeding. She noted that the committee
had already received several months of data but had not taken any action. She stated that the CSC committee had
failed to address the issues related to H,S and emphasized that the committee was obligated to act in accordance
with its bylaws.



Belen Leon-Lopez clarified that the committee needed to know what Lillian Garcia’s project was about to further
gauge her ask. She clarified that that was the reason for the presentation request. She noted that while Lillian
Garcia could fully understand the issue due to her being out there in the community, the committee needed more
context to understand the project first, before sending the data. She mentioned that handing over the data with
little to no context was not productive.

Lillian Garcia stated that her project, which involved the deployment of three AQMesh pods, had lasted 11 months
and was now complete. She expressed concern that some committee members had been disrespectful toward
public participants in previous meetings and reminded the group of their ethical obligations. She clarified that her
primary concern was to ensure the data was provided to experts who could determine whether H2S was a problem
in the affected area.

Belen Leon-Lopez acknowledged that H2S was a serious issue but emphasized the importance of first
understanding what Lillian Garcia was requesting.

Lillian Garcia stated that her intention was for the committee to advocate for the installation of H2S monitors. She
expressed concern about the CSC committee’s ability to move forward, citing that some members appeared to be
taking matters personally.

Christian Froelich asked where H2S came from.

Lillian Garcia cited wastewater as an example, explaining that it produces H2S, which is being
discharged into the Salton Sea. She shared that through heradvocacy efforts, she has learned
of chronic nosebleeds occurring in the Eastern Coachella Valley, which may be associated

with H.S exposure.
Belen Leon-Lopez asked if they reached out to the water district.
Lillian Garcia confirmed they reached out many times.

Belen Leon-Lopez formally requested a presentation on Lillian Garcia’s project and related data to help the
committee move forward. She asked whether the presentation could be scheduled for the November 17th meeting.

Lillian Garcia responded that she would review her schedule.

Deborah, the former president of the Niland Sanitary District, asked Lillian Garcia to clarify her statement,
suggesting that the district had mishandled its responsibilities and discharged pollutants into the Salton Sea. She
noted that during her tenure, the district conducted multiple tests before releasing wastewater.

Lillian Garcia stated that she conducted extensive research on the Salton Sea around 2018. She reported finding
multiple records of violations involving the Niland Sanitary District and noted that the district was, and continues to
be, discharging into the R Drain.

Israel Hernandez emphasized that H2S is an important issue that warrants discussion. He reminded the group
that such conversations are welcomed and encouraged.

Christian Froelich clarified that they intended to gain a better understanding of the topic and its current relevance.



VIll.  Final Observations / Closing

Sergio Cabanas encouraged all current members to reapply to the committee, emphasizing the value of
maintaining a cohesive group that works well together. He also invited public members to submit applications.

Eric Reyes asked how many seats were open.

Adriana Carrillo stated that the committee consists of nine seats, each with one alternate. She noted that all
individuals interested in continuing should reapply, as their two-year terms were nearing completion.

Hector Cervantes announced that a cancer walk and a trunk-or-treat event would be held on the 31st.
Christian Froelich mentioned Niland would also have a trunk-o-treat.

Adriana Carrillo announced that the next meeting would take place on November 17th at the Del Rio Community
Center. She concluded by thanking everyone for their attendance.

Meeting adjourned.

Iv. Presentaciones

Programa de Proyectos Ambientales Suplementarios (SEP), Armando Garcia; CARB.

Christian Froelich pregunt6 sobre los criterios utilizados para determinar los limites de una zona de
sancion. También solicitd informacién sobre las iniciativas de participacion comunitaria asociadas al
programa.

Armando Garcia explicd que, al notificar los acuerdos, proporcionan una lista de Proyectos Ambientales
Suplementarios (PAS). Sefald que prefieren seleccionar PAS ubicados cerca del lugar de la infraccién,
aunque esto no siempre es factible debido a que muchas infracciones abarcan todo el estado. Indico que



la informacidn pertinente esta disponible en su sitio web y menciono los esfuerzos en curso para redisefiar
su programa de participacion comunitaria con el fin de llegar a un mayor nimero de comunidades.

Eric Reyes pregunto si los pagos se realizaban parcialmente por adelantado o si se pagaba el monto total
por adelantado y posteriormente se reembolsaba.

Armando Garcia afirmé que los proyectos comienzan una vez que el infractor proporciona los fondos.
Aclaré que su programa no funciona mediante reembolsos. Dependiendo de la naturaleza del proyecto, la
financiacion puede ser parcial o total. Afiadio que siempre confirman con antelacién si el beneficiario estd
dispuesto a aceptar el acuerdo de financiacion propuesto.

Eric Reyes pregunt si han financiado proyectos de sistemas de filtracion de aire para viviendas.

Armando Garcia confirmé que han realizado proyectos de filtracion de aire en viviendas.

Eric Reyes preguntd si existian requisitos para que las personas pudieran recibir esos filtros de aire de
CARB.

Armando Garcia aclar6 que las comunidades tienen la facultad de agregar requisitos cuando lo
consideren necesario. Sefialo que la funcién de CARB se limita a revisar dichas solicitudes.

Abigail Arballo informé que APCD se estd preparando para presentar dos solicitudes de SEP: una
enfocada en la implementacién de sistemas de filtracion de aire en escuelas y otra para apoyar un
programa de banderas escolares.

Armando Garcia invitd a los asistentes a sugerir proyectos y los animé a contactarlo directamente con
sus ideas.

Armando Garcia dijo que era posible. Comentd que los SEP también podrian complementar proyectos
existentes.

Mario Lépez solicitd la informacion de contacto de Armando Garcia.

Armando Garcia dijo que la compartiria.

Actualizacion de la Red de Sensores de AB 617 North-End, Maarten Schreuder; SCS Engineers.
Christian Froelich pregunté si la temperatura excedia las especificaciones del fabricante.

Maarten Schreuder mencion6 que habian excedido el limite por una cantidad pequefia. Menciond que
Estaban trabajando con el fabricante para ver si existe la posibilidad de establecer el umbral de apagado
en un nivel mas alto.

Debbie Salas pregunto6 por qué Niland no estaba incluido.

Israel Hernandez explico que la solicitud inicial del condado al estado abarcaba toda la zona norte, pero
no fue aprobada. En consecuencia, la solicitud tuvo que revisarse con un area de cobertura reducida para
obtener la aprobacién, lo que lamentablemente excluyé a Niland.



Debbie Salas pregunt6 qué se podia hacer para cambiar eso.

Dianne Sanchez reconocié que CARB reconoce que las 19 comunidades designadas en todo el estado
no representan a todas las personas que necesitan apoyo. Afirmé que la CARB ha ampliado sus esfuerzos
mas alla de estas areas seleccionadas. Destac6 el programa de Subvenciones Comunitarias para la
Calidad del Aire, que permite a organizaciones sin fines de lucro de cualquier comunidad solicitar
financiamiento, y sefialé que los Programas de Permisos Especiales (SEP) funcionan de manera similar,
ofreciendo oportunidades para una mayor participacién comunitaria.

Debbie Salas preguntd como podia ver los datos del monitor de Niland.
Israel Hernandez mencion6 que podia ver los datos en el sitio web del Valle Imperial.

Sergio Cabafias solicitd aclaraciones sobre como se ajustarian los permisos una vez que se tomara una
decision.

Victor Méndez declaré que, una vez recibida la confirmacion, tienen la intencién de revisar la redaccion
del permiso durante el periodo de renovaciéon programado. Indicé que los permisos del Titulo V se
renuevan cada cinco afios.

Christian Froelich pregunt6 cuantas entidades tienen permisos del Titulo V en el condado.
Victor Méndez respondié que tienen ocho permisos vigentes en el condado.

V. Dialogo/ Temas Informativos
Dialogo Abierto sobre el Corredor Norte AB 617 del Condado Imperial, ICAPCD.
Eric Reyes pregunt6 sobre la fecha limite para la presentacién de propuestas.

Adriana Carrillo indicd que la presentacion de propuestas concluiria el 31 de octubre y sefialé que proporcionaria
mas detalles durante la seccion de actualizaciones de la agencia.

VI. Actualizaciones de las Dependencias

Dianne Sanchez informé que la asignacién mas reciente de incentivos del Programa Comunitario de Proteccion
del Aire (CAP) destind $4.87 millones al Distrito de Aire. Anuncié que el monto total se dirigiria a la comunidad
de North End. Manifestd su entusiasmo por los proximos proyectos y se ofrecid a responder cualquier pregunta.

Christian Froelich pregunté si esos fondos se gestionarian a través del Comité Directivo Comunitario.

Dianne Sanchez confirmé que esos fondos se utilizarian Unicamente para el comité de North End. Aclar6 que
los fondos podrian utilizarse para cualquier incentivo del CAP o proyecto identificado por la comunidad.

Adriana Carrillo informd que habian recibido varias solicitudes en respuesta a las solicitudes de propuestas
(RFP), las cuales pronto serian revisadas. Sefialo que las solicitudes para el Comité Directivo Comunitario ya
estaban abiertas tras la conclusién del mandato de dos afios. Animé a los miembros actuales a volver a
presentar su solicitud y aclaré que la oportunidad también estaba abierta al publico.

Menciond que en la reunion se buscara la participacion de la comunidad
para explorar mejoras a la Ley AB 617.

Ménica aclaré que el Instituto de Gobierno Local esta organizando reuniones regionales para ampliar la
participacion comunitaria.

Adriana Carrillo aclaré que ya se habian enviado invitaciones a los miembros del Comité Directivo Comunitario,
mientras que la invitacion al publico ain estaba pendiente debido a la espera del folleto del Instituto de Gobierno
Local.

Un asistente pregunto si los $4.78 millones asignados a la comunidad de North End también abarcaban las zonas
oeste y este del Mar de Salton.

Israel Hernandez confirmé que la asignacién cubre Brawley, Westmorland y Calipatria, segun lo aprobado por la
CSC.

Lillian Garcia propuso incluir a Bombay Beach en la lista y expreso interés en una presentacién que detallara las
medidas de cumplimiento relacionadas con el sulfuro de hidrégeno y el metano dentro del corredor. También
sugirié ofrecer presentaciones educativas sobre gases a los miembros del comité.

Israel Hernandez dijo que analizarian la sugerencia.
Christian Froelich comentd que era una buena idea.
Mario Lopez le pregunto a Lillian Garcia si aln planeaba hacer una presentacion sobre H2S ante el comité.

Lillian Garcia dijo que los datos se compartieron con CARB y que actualmente estan en revisién. Menciono que
tendria una reunién interna con CARB y APCD para discutir los datos. Reiterd que su recomendacién era una
presentacion educativa en nombre del Distrito.

Eric Reyes preguntd quién recopil los datos que se compartieron con CARB.

Lillian Garcia confirmé que su organizacion recopild los datos a través de los modulos AQMesh.

Eric Reyes preguntd por qué debian esperar a que CARB revisara los datos antes de que ella pudiera presentarlos
al comité.



Lillian Garcia recomend¢ esperar a que CARB finalizara sus analisis.

Mario Lopez mencion6 que no entendia por qué era necesario esperar a que CARB terminara su revision de los
datos.

Lillian Garcia expresd su preocupacion por la falta de avances en la aplicaciéon de la normativa sobre H2S,
sefialando que llevaba varios meses abogando por que se tomaran medidas sin obtener resultados. También
afirmé que no habia recibido ninguna consulta ni comunicacién de los miembros sobre el tema.

Mario Lépez declaré que los miembros le habian solicitado una presentacién, pero ella se negd. Afadié que
tenian preguntas sobre los datos y que estaban interesados en ver una presentacién sobre el tema.

Lillian Garcia reiter6 su intencion de esperar la revision de CARB antes de proceder. Sefialé que el comité ya
habia recibido datos de varios meses, pero no habia tomado ninguna medida. Afirmé que el comité de la CSC no
habia abordado los problemas relacionados con el H2S y enfatizé que el comité estaba obligado a actuar de
conformidad con sus estatutos.

Belén Ledn-Lopez aclard que el comité necesitaba conocer el proyecto de Lillian Garcia para evaluar mejor su
solicitud. Explico que ese era el motivo de la solicitud de presentacion. Sefiald que, si bien Lillian Garcia podia
comprender plenamente el problema gracias a su participacion en la comunidad, el comité necesitaba mas
informacién para entender el proyecto antes de enviar los datos. Menciond que entregar los datos sin apenas
contexto no era productivo.

Lillian Garcia declar6 que su proyecto, que implicaba el despliegue de tres médulos AQMesh, habia durado 11
meses Y ya estaba finalizado. Manifest6 su preocupacion por la falta de respeto que algunos miembros del comité
habian mostrado hacia los participantes del publico en reuniones anteriores y les recordd sus obligaciones éticas.
Aclaré que su principal preocupacion era garantizar que los datos se proporcionaran a expertos que pudieran
determinar si el H2S representaba un problema en la zona afectada.

Belén Ledn-Lopez reconocid que el H2S era un problema grave, pero hizo hincapié en la importancia de
comprender primero la solicitud de Lillian Garcia.

Lillian Garcia declard que su intencion era que el comité abogara por la instalacién de monitores de H2S. Expresé
su preocupacién sobre la capacidad del comité CSC para avanzar, sefialando que algunos miembros parecian
tomarse el asunto como algo personal.

Christian Froelich preguntd de donde provenia el H2S.

Lillian Garcia cit6 las aguas residuales como ejemplo, explicando que producen H2S, el cual se descarga en el
Mar de Salton. Compartié que, gracias a sus esfuerzos de defensa, se ha enterado de casos de hemorragias
nasales cronicas en el Valle de Coachella Oriental, que podrian estar relacionadas con la exposicién al H2S.

Belén Ledn-Lopez pregunto si se habian puesto en contacto con el distrito de agua.
Lillian Garcia confirmd que se habian comunicado en varias ocasiones.

Belén Ledn-Lépez solicitd formalmente una presentacion sobre el proyecto de Lillian Garcia y los datos
relacionados para ayudar al comité a avanzar. Pregunté si la presentacion podria programarse para la reunion del
17 de noviembre.

Lillian Garcia respondié que revisaria su agenda.



Deborah, expresidenta del Distrito Sanitario de Niland, pidié a Lillian Garcia que aclarara su declaracién, en la
que insinuaba que el distrito habia incumplido sus responsabilidades y vertido contaminantes al Mar de Salton.
Sefalé que, durante su mandato, el distrito realizd mdltiples pruebas antes de verter las aguas residuales.

Lillian Garcia afirmé haber llevado a cabo una extensa investigacién sobre el Mar de Salton alrededor de 2018.
Informé haber encontrado mdiltiples registros de infracciones relacionadas con el Distrito Sanitario de Niland y
sefal6 que el Distrito vertia, y sigue vertiendo, residuos en el Drenaje R.

Israel Hernandez enfatizé que el H2S es un tema importante que merece ser debatido. Recordé al grupo que
tales conversaciones son bienvenidas y fomentadas.

Christian Froelich aclaré que su intencion era comprender mejor el tema y su relevancia actual.
VIl.  Observaciones Finales / Cierre

Sergio Cabanas animé a todos los miembros actuales a volver a presentar su candidatura al comité, haciendo
hincapié en la importancia de mantener un grupo cohesionado que trabaje bien en conjunto. También invit6 a los
miembros del publico a presentar sus solicitudes.

Eric Reyes preguntd cuantos puestos estaban vacantes.

Adriana Carrillo indic6 que el comité consta de nueve puestos, cada uno con un suplente. Sefialé que todas las
personas interesadas en continuar deberian volver a presentar su candidatura, ya que sus mandatos de dos afios
estaban préximos a finalizar.

1. Opening Remarks.

Eric Reyes welcomed everyone. He shared the different ways that the public could view the meeting. He explained
how the attendees could access the agenda packet for the discussion and how they could submit comments for
the debate.

Carlos Diaz de Leon gave instructions on how to use the translation services.
Eric Reyes explained the consent guidelines and confirmed they reached a quorum.

Il. Public Comment Period

Belen Leon-Lopez reported that APCD received an email from Lillian Garcia outlining several formal requests
and complaints, including a written update on the status of all complaints submitted since January 2025,
clarification of District protocols regarding complaints, investigations, and enforcement, a timeline for inspection
reporting and resolution of document-related issues, public access to complaint outcomes and enforcement
records relevant to the region, and an explanation for why H2S exceedance data was not shared with the CSC
corridor. She noted that the correspondence was treated as a formal request for information. She confirmed that
APCD issued a formal reply, which included the district's procedure for formal requests for proposals and the
guidelines for proposals of investigations and complaints. She further explained that providing a timeline for
inspection reporting and resolving document-related issues was not possible, as these matters are handled on a
case-by-case basis. She added that public access to complaint outcomes was not available at that time but could
be shared through a formal request for information. Regarding the H2S data, she stated that APCD did not share
it for several reasons, including concerns about the accuracy of low-cost sensors. She clarified that APCD does
not release information without prior validation. She added that CARB was processing the data.

Eric Reyes asked if the monitors were funded via community science programs.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned they were funded via a community air grant.

M. Approval of Minutes.



There were no prior meeting minutes available.
Iv. Presentations

Air Toxics Hotspots Annual Report; Gerardo Noriega, Mario Gonzalez and Victor Mendez, ICAPCD.
Eric Reyes asked about the status of the emitters that had consistently exceeded the threshold.

The presenter noted that any facility permitted to exceed its threshold must offset those emissions by submitting
emissions reduction credits.

Christian Froelich asked whether a 9.6 priority score indicated a 9.6-in-a-million chance of an individual
experiencing an adverse effect from that operation.

A presenter confirmed the interpretation was correct and explained that once a facility reaches higher priority
scores, they may consider reducing their daily operating hours.

Hector Cervantes asked if certain industries had higher thresholds.

A presenter commented that the number of emissions reduction credits required from industries varied based on
their proximity to nearby residents.

AB 617 North-End Sensor Network Analysis; Jose Landeros, SCS Engineers.

Christian Froelich asked how the readings from monitors located near the county monitors correlated when
compared.

Jose Landeros noted that the monitors correlate well with each other.
Eric Reyes observed a difference in the air quality index between Calle del Sol and Fire Department Station 2 in
Brawley, noting that both locations had low traffic and suggesting another factor must be contributing to the

disparity.

Mario Lopez noted that a resident near Westmorland School had added cattle to his property adjacent to the
sensor location.

Christian Froelich commented that Calle del Sol is located between Thornton Park and the Agricultural Research
Facility.

Hector Cervantes noted that there was significant construction around Hernandez Park and asked
whether the sensors would need to be replaced in the future.

Jose Landeros responded that the sensors remain functional and explained that replacement would
depend on the committee’s decision.

Christian Froelich asked if the sensor shut down to prevent damage.

Jose Landeros clarified that the laser component shuts down for protection.
Eric Reyes asked if it turns on automatically.

Jose Landeros confirmed they did.

Eric Reyes asked how long the sensor could stay turned off.



Jose Landeros mentioned it depended on the day and temperature.
Christian Froelich asked what the website was for AQView.

Jose Landeros mentioned he had forgotten to include the link but noted that the QR code on the slide could be
used instead.

Adriana Carrillo mentioned the APCD website had the link under their Resources tab.

Mario Lopez asked whether the service provider had spare sensors available for temporary calibration or if they
would need to purchase them.

Jose Landeros clarified that the sensors would need to be purchased.

Mario Lopez asked whether it would be possible to simulate a particle amount for calibration rather than
purchasing fifteen new monitors.

Jose Landeros stated that simulating particles was not possible. He explained that the monitors could be sent
back to the provider for cleaning and emphasized that calibration needed to be conducted in the region where the
monitors would be used.

Belen Leon-Lopez reminded the group of ongoing binational efforts, noting that Ambientalizate is a no-burn
campaign carried out in partnership with Mexicali nonprofits, involving fairs and summits to help prevent various
types of burning in Mexicali. She also mentioned that quarterly AQTF meetings are held with the Mexicali

government agencies and NGOs.

Israel Hernandez reported that they had received 13 CSC applications, which were under review, and that an
update would be provided at the next meeting. He also noted that multiple paving project applications were being
reviewed. He mentioned that this would be his final meeting with APCD and expressed gratitude for his time with
the organization.

VIL. Agenda Topics for Next Meeting.
Adriana Carrillo stated that paving projects and a budget update would be discussed at the next meeting.

Israel Hernandez reported that the total cost for the fifteen paving project proposals was approximately eleven
million dollars. He clarified that all proposals would be presented, but not all would need to be approved.

Hector Cervantes asked whether the total of fifteen projects was based on community needs.

Israel Hernandez explained that the amount was the result of the CSC committee’s hard work.



Adriana Carrillo noted that only those two topics would be discussed at the next meeting but encouraged
participants to send suggestions so they could be scheduled for subsequent meetings.

Hector Cervantes motioned to go dark for December

What is it?

A colorless gas with a very strong odor that smells like rotten eggs

Hydrogen Sulfide (H,S)
Where Does it Come From?

e |tis a naturally occurring compound found in various environments
(e.g., volcanic emissions, hot springs) and is also released from
industrial processes (e.g., oil and natural gas extraction and processing).

e It is formed during bacterial decomposition of human and animal
wastes. It is also present in emissions from sewage treatment facilities

and landfills.

e There are few indoor emission sources of H,S, but it can occur with
spoiling and decomposition of some foods.

Common Sources of H,S in Imperial Valley

* Salton Sea

* H,S is released from the decomposition
of organic matter

Hydrogen Sulfide (H,S)
State Standard and Enforcement
State Standard:

e California Ambient Air Quality Standard is 0.03 ppm (30 ppb) and is not
to be equaled or exceeded.

* H,S is regulated as a nuisance based on its human odor detection level
and was adopted for the purpose of odor control.

Enforcement:

e District is responsible for issuance and enforcement of permits for
stationary sources of air pollution.

 Niland station monitors for the transport of H,S.

What are the Health Effects of H,S?

« H,S odor can cause irritation of the eyes, nose, throat and lungs,
headache, nausea, nosebleeds and/or vomiting.

« Symptoms are expected to resolve when the odor goes away or
when the person is in an area where the odor is not present.

e If symptoms from strong odors persist, or if you have concerns,
seek medical care.

What Can You Do to Reduce Exposure to H,S?
e Limit outdoor activities or move activities inside

* When indoors, keep doors and windows closed, and use air
conditioning and/or indoor air purifiers.

« Continuous (Hourly) H,S Monitoring is the gold standard for data
collection, but requires an investment beyond what can be supported

by a CAG.
