l. Welcome and Opening Remarks by CSC Members
There were no comments on record due to technical difficulties.
IL. Public Comments
There were no comments on record due to technical difficulties.
M. Approval of Minutes
The minutes from the February 8th meeting were approved.
Iv. Presentations
Blue and Green Circulator Routes Transition to E-vans, ICTC.

John Hernandez commented that he would like more information about the process, the funds, and how much
would be allocated to a project of this type. He said he hoped those questions could be answered.

David Aguirre said that the presentation was made as a representation of the type of projects for which funds
could be provided. He commented that they were in the process of opening their call for proposals for bus routes
and infrastructure. He mentioned that he would like to start a request for proposals. He said that it is a matter of
the new members trying to use the funds for the best projects that come up. He said that more information can be
presented if necessary.

Raul Urefia asked if the two cities that routes have are El Centro and Brawley. He commented that Calexico does
not have one. He asked who oversees moving the population around.

David Aguirre said that the Calexico service is the one that oversees mobilizing most of the population. He
commented that itis a public transportation Uber that is subsidized with an average cost of 2 to 3 dollars per adult.
He mentioned that they have three routes operating daily from 6 am to 6 pm with a capacity of around five
passengers per hour per vehicle. He said Brawley is around four passengers.

Raul Urefia mentioned that his concern with this project is that it is requesting to electrify a route that provides the
service to the least amount of people. He asked if it was possible to review other infrastructure needs to improve
the service and reach the level of Brawley or Calexico. He asked how much CO2 reduction would occur thanks to
this project.



David Aguirre commented that they are conducting an operational analysis of all their services to have a better
idea of how they operate them. He commented that they also have Dial a Ride, which is a transportation service
for older adults through telephone calls.

Raul Ureiia said he has had discussions with the mayor about how the money could be used to transition this
service to a micro-transit system.

David Aguirre said they are transitioning their fuel fleets to other technologies. He mentioned that they can present
it if required.

John Hernandez commented that there is a great need for public transportation in his community. He said that it
is complex, but he said that he hopes to see the proposal to go ahead with this project.

Michael Moore asked what the capacity of the vans would be.

David Aguirre mentioned it was around eight people. He mentioned that some vans would have to be modified.
Michael Moore asked how long the project was projected for.

David Aguirre said it would be around 7 years.

John Hernandez asked where the 100-mile life estimate for the batteries came from.

David Aguirre commented that it is an estimate.

John Hernandez asked how all the information was being managed.

David Aguirre said that what is being presented for consideration are the vehicles since the maintenance will be
covered under their daily operation service.

John Hernandez reiterated that the presentation is in its initial state. He commented that a project like this must
be aligned with state regulations.

AQ View Update; Taylor Helgestad and Yanju Chen, CARB.

Ricardo asked if they had an update on the regulatory monitors that were going to be added.
Taylor Helgestad commented that they were already added but they do not have them ready yet.
Ricardo said if contaminants could be added.

Taylor Helgestad mentioned that it was possible.

John Hernandez asked where the news networks get their data from when they talk about air quality. He also
asked if there was a way to add important events to the page.

Taylor Helgestad said they have information from many networks and Purple Air monitors will be added soon.
Regarding the events, he mentioned that it is an excellent suggestion, and they are trying to see how to implement
it on the page.

Miguel Zavala asked what procedure is used to ensure the quality and accuracy of the data.

Taylor Helgestad commented that they do research with each of the monitor's manufacturers and use an algorithm
that reviews the data.

AB 617 CAMP Community Air Monitoring Update, CCV.

Sergio Cabanas mentioned that it is important to be able to get the event information to have a better idea of how
the monitors are working.

Edgar Ruiz said he was going to talk to Christian Torres to bring that information.



Mary Salazar asked if they could make the numbers for the percentages larger so that they would be clearer and
more visible.

Edgar Ruiz said he will check it out.

Rene Felix said Calexico regularly shows the highest rates of high-risk days. He asked if there is a correlation with
the recent fires that have happened in the region. He commented that it is necessary to see information about the
events in these reports.

Edgar Ruiz said they are working on it.

Virginia Mendoza said that she knows that there is an application by the Committee that shows information about
the monitors and asked if there are other means by which the Committee distributes this information to the
community.

Daniela Flores said it would be a good idea to show which monitors and areas have the highest risk. She
mentioned that part of the reason for having these monitors is to see how CERP policies and programs are having
an effect in improving the numbers seen on the monitors.

Mariela Moran asked if it was possible to have hourly data on the days with the highest contamination.

Edgar Ruiz commented that they tried to do it but had problems handling so much data. He said that he will do
his best to make the information clearer in the next presentation.

V. Discussion Topics / Information Items
Imperial County AB 617 Q&A, Israel Hernandez; ICAPCD.
Sergio Cabanas asked if they still had vacancies on the committee.
Israel Hernandez said that they have places for substitutes and that they continue to receive requests for these.

Sergio Cabanas mentioned that this committee is much smaller than the one they had 5 years ago and that for
this very reason, it will be necessary for the new members to be more active. He commented that the presentations
are fabulous, but the group is very small.

Mary Salazar said to agree with Sergio Cabanas. She commented that the committee’s involvement with the
community has been declining. She mentioned that they are at a point where they still do not have the sources of
contamination and more needs to be done for the community. She said a lot of people do not know about the
existence of the committee because they do not advertise enough.

Virginia Mendoza commented that they should publish informative press releases so that the community is
informed about what is taking place in the program and thus be able to receive feedback from the community.

Rene Felix said that it is a new opportunity for AB 617. He suggested doing training to be able to correctly integrate
the new colleagues. He suggested promoting the committee on the radio.

Israel Hernandez mentioned that they are having a very good dialogue.

Raul Urefa said that he is making himself available to identify the radio and television media to be able to
disseminate this information.

Michael Moore commented that he recognizes the work being done behind all atmospheric monitors. He said that
some of the delays they have had are the transition from virtual to face-to-face meetings and member changes.
He mentioned that having a permanent venue will help people know where to always go.

Israel Hernandez said to schedule less time for presentations at the next meeting to allow more time for this
dialogue.



VL. Agency Updates

Israel Hernandez mentioned that they will have a committee in the northern part of the area and invited residents
of Brawley or Calipatria to apply. He commented that they will conduct three workshops where they will discuss
how to create the openings for that committee. He said they will start with their request for proposals for electric
bus replacement and electric charging infrastructure. He mentioned if they see promising projects, they will take
them into account for the next session.

John Hernandez asked if they could talk about what happened with the mobile monitoring in the new river in the
next session.

Israel Hernandez commented that they allocate more time in the next session for these dialogues. He said they
will present the Jamboard in the next session.

VIL. Agenda Topics and Date for the Next Meeting.

Israel Hernandez said that the tentative date for the next meeting is May 10, but since that day is Mother's Day in
Mexico, they were thinking of moving it to May 17.

Sergio Cabanas made a motion to have the meeting on May 9th.

Mary Salazar seconded the motion.

The motion passed.

Israel Hernandez commented that they will add the issue of venue rotation as a point for the next session.

Gloria Romo said that more monitors are needed in Mexicali and Calexico because both sides of the border
breathe the same air and commented that it is necessary to be able to identify the events that cause air pollution.

Adriana Montano commented that she would like the community to be informed in a friendlier way and that it
should be reported through the PTO.

Raul Urena commented on veteran locations for upcoming meetings.

Rutas Azules y Verdes Circulatorias Transicion a E-vans, ICTC.

John Hernandez comento6 que le gustaria tener mas informacién acerca del proceso, sus fondos y cuanto se asignaria
a un proyecto de este tipo. Dijo que esperaba que esas preguntas fueran respondidas

David Aguirre que la presentacion fue hecha como una representacion del tipo de proyectos para los que se pudieran
brindar fondos. Comenté que estaban en el proceso de abrir su convocatoria de propuestas para rutas de autobuses
e infraestructura. Menciond que le gustaria iniciar una solicitud de propuestas. Dijo que es cuestidn de que los nuevos
integrantes traten de utilizar los fondos para los mejores proyectos que se presenten. Dijo que se puede presentar
mas informacion si es necesario.

Raul Urefa pregunto si las dos ciudades que cuentan con rutas son El Centro y Brawley. Comenté que Calexico no
cuenta con una.

David Aguirre dijo que el servicio de Calexico es el que se encarga de movilizar a la mayoria de la poblacion. Comenté
que esencialmente es un Uber de transporte publico que esta subsidiado con un costo promedio de 2 a 3 ddlares por
adulto. Menciond que tienen 3 servicios operando diariamente de 6 am a 6 pm con una capacidad de alrededor de 5
pasajeros por hora por vehiculo. Dijo que Brawley se acerca a 4 pasajeros.



Raul Urefia mencion6 que su preocupacion con este proyecto es que se esta solicitando electrificar una ruta que
atiende al menor niimero de personas. Pregunt si era posible revisar otras necesidades de infraestructura para poder
mejorar el servicio y llegar al nivel de Brawley o Calexico. Pregunté cuénta era la reduccion de CO2 gracias a este
proyecto.

David Aguirre coment6 que estan llevando a cabo un analisis operacional de todos sus servicios para mejorar tener
una mejor idea de como los operan. Comenté que también cuentan con Dial A Ride que es un servicio para adultos
mayores de transporte a través de llamadas telefonicas.

Raul Urefia dijo que ha tenido platicas con el alcalde sobre como el dinero se pudiera utilizar para trasladar este
servicio para un microsistema de transporte.

David Aguirre dijo que estan trasladando sus flotillas de combustible a alguna otra tecnologia. Mencion6 que lo
pueden presentar si es requerido.

John Hernandez comentd que existe una gran necesidad de transporte publico en su comunidad. Dijo que es
complejo, pero dijo que espera ver la propuesta para ir adelante con este proyecto.

l. Welcome and Opening Remarks by CSC Members

Madeline Rayon welcomed everyone to their second fully in-person meeting. She mentioned Jessica Silva would
be co-facilitating the meeting. She noted the CCV and APCD staff would be supporting tech roles. She gave out
instructions for the interpretation and recording of consent guidelines to everyone in the meeting. She also shared
the diverse ways that the public could view the meeting. She noted they would have a presentation from Sonoma
Technology and an open discussion for the members to be able to discuss future meeting locations and formats.
She mentioned the diverse ways to find the agenda packet for the meeting and she also said how the members
and public can submit comments for the meeting and how the public comment format would change for future
meetings.

Ricardo Romero asked what the last date and the reasoning was behind leaving the hybrid format for the
meetings.

Belen Ledn said the last day was June 23rd and noted that they would touch on this subject later in the meeting.

Christian Torres welcomed everyone and said he was glad that they were finally going to see results from the
New River pollutant monitoring. He was hopeful of discussing agenda item 5.

Belen Ledn thanked Israel Hernandez for taking the lead on the prior meeting.

Mary Salazar noted the room was mostly empty and almost no public attended. She asked if they had done
anything new regarding advertising the meeting. She said she was worried and concerned about starting to
diminish.

II. Public Comments
There were no public comments.
M. Approval of Minutes

Mary Salazar mentioned some of her comments were missing from the April 12th meeting minutes. She noted her
comment regarding the graphics showing the percentages in a presentation were not in the minutes. She also
remarked on a comment in the minutes that she did not make. She requested the minutes be reviewed and her
comments clarified.



Christian Torres reminded Mary Salazar she can clarify her statements, or they could go and look back at the
recordings.

Mary Salazar said her comment was her requesting the numbers to be larger in the graph so they could be clearer.
Belen Ledn said they will look back and amend her comments.

Sergio Cabafias recommended reviewing all comments by members before making a motion on the minutes. He
said he remembered being more active than what was shown. He also remembers alternate members speaking
and their comments are not on the minutes.

Belen Leén recommended the members say their names before they mention their comments.
Christian Torres mentioned Sergio Cabaiias put forward a motion to table the review and approval of the minutes.

Raul Urefia asked who oversaw creating the minutes and mentioned they needed to be more precise when writing
comments down. He said a comment that he made regarding a route having the worst service was inaccurate and
another comment about city average capacities was missing the EI Centro average capacity. He noted there was
an underlying issue with the system.

The motion passed.

Christian Torres reiterated that the meeting minutes will be suspended while they are reviewed and amended for
the June meeting.

Iv. Presentations
New River Monitoring Project 1 Year Summary; Josette Marrero, Sonoma Technology.

Sergio Cabanas said they need more data on some items. He asked if it was a better option to install two
measurement points in various locations.

Josette Marrero mentioned more data is always better and how more funding would produce better data. She
commented that she knew about another funding opportunity and asked Belen Leon if they could utilize this
funding to continue the project.

Belen Leon said they cannot utilize that funding because it is outside the corridor. She mentioned they requested
a grant from the EPA 6 months into the project which was approved and with this they will be able to move the
monitor and continue the monitoring.

Josette Marrero recommended keeping a monitor in the prior location as they move the larger station to a new
location.

Raul Ureia said he knows the municipal airport west and a lot of parks in the east of the site that could be used
to confirm or deny certain sources. He mentioned working with the city and school districts could be useful if they
approached them for sites.

Josette Marrero agreed and mentioned having those options on sites is particularly important.

Paolo Alvarado said he sees value in monitoring the treatment plant in Calexico because there are residents and
a little league baseball field near the plant.

Michael Moore asked if there were any comparisons drawn from the water samples that came from the river.

Josette Marrero mentioned they did not have access to that. She asked Belen Leon if that was something worth
exploring.



Belen Leon commented they have been in discussions to do water testing but due to the type of project, they had
to stick to air quality-related issues. She mentioned they finalized an emissions inventory for the Mexican side of
the border and how that would correlate with what they saw with the New River monitoring.

Michael Moore mentioned he asked those questions because he was curious if they had anything regarding water
analysis.

Josette Marrero said that was a great idea because, with the water analysis and emissions inventory, they can
start to put together more pieces of that puzzle.

Michael Moore asked if there was any goal regarding sharing the finding with the public.

Belen Leon said they are going to do a public workshop with the information that came from the report. She
mentioned they also need to distribute the information with the north end. She asked Josette Marrero if they could
create a fact sheet that could be distributed to the public.

Josette Marrero mentioned they could work on that.

Ricardo Romero was also going to ask if they planned to publish the information and if they could do direct
outreach to the communities around the New River. He commented he recently found out about a childhood friend’s
mom that lives near the New River having part of her lung removed due to cancer. He asked what the limitations
of the Arduino were to upgrade to the Ilvan monitors.

Christian Torres said the monitor was not part of the Ivan network. Speaking about Ricardo Romero’s outreach
question, mentioned that they would be happy to assist to do that type of outreach. He said he remembers installing
the first AB 617 community monitor outside of the Air District and how he could see the New River from the
backyard. He asked if the dataset was going to be shared with AQView as well.

Belen Leon commented they can share it with AQView. She mentioned the next grant calls for other types of
monitoring. She said if they could see some hotspots if they have any correlation.

Josette Marrero asked what particulate matters the Ivan monitors to check for.

Christian Torres said the monitor PM.1, PM.5, PM2.5 and PM10. He said the software is available in AQView so
the possibility of comparing the data is there.

Josette Marrero mentioned the small sensors are great, but they do not do as much. She said finding the balance
is important.

Jose Landeros commented that he saw that the H2S and ammonia trends are the same as the CO ones in
Mexicali. He said this was due to the atmospheric stability. He suggested comparing the data with the ARB site as
well.

Virginia Mendoza said the additional context that was provided in the presentation was extremely valuable. She
suggested adding this context to the fact sheet.

Josette Marrero added that they also have a report summarizing all the data. She said they could source the
material for the fact sheet from this report.

Mariela Moran mentioned she liked the graphics and how they give an understanding of where you are more
exposed to pollution. She said it now makes sense how when she goes for walks in the afternoon her nose gets
itchy. She mentioned she would like to see more of these types of graphics.

V. Discussion Topics / Information
Imperial County AB 617 Open Discussion, Israel Hernandez; ICAPCD.

Sergio Cabafias thanked Israel Hernandez for putting the binder together. He said there is a lot of valuable
information in the by-laws section for the new members. He challenged the new members to invite people in the



community to join the meeting. He said he is sad remembering the amount of people and participation they used
to have in the past. He encouraged the alternates to attend the meetings and participate. He mentioned the binder
should be shared with the alternates.

Ricardo Romero suggested keeping online meetings as an option for everyone that could not attend.

Virginia Mendoza, speaking about the applications for electric buses that are due June 16th, said it was valuable
to expand on that and add more context. She said being aligned with the schools should be a priority because of
their use of diesel buses. She commented that the large buses the agency uses are out of the project’s scope.

Jose Landeros said he tried sharing the bus request to a middle school in EI Centro and he mentioned the teachers
replied they would need to go to the board. He mentioned it would be easier if the committee sent the request to
the district instead of the schools.

Belen Leon commented they have reached out to the district.
Israel Hernandez asked Ricardo Romero if he could clarify his online meeting comment.

Ricardo Romero said if they are going to keep broadcasting the meetings on Facebook the community viewing it
should have a say.

Belen Leon commented that was one of the reasons they were exploring rotating the meetings in-person and
online only. She said they would check if they could go back to full online only for certain meetings. She mentioned
the reason they stopped because of an ordinance in February that said public meetings should go back to in-
person.

Christian Torres mentioned the concern is achieving the balance they had before COVID.

John Hernandez said they should prioritize updating their emissions reduction plan. He mentioned he likes the
idea of meeting in person every other month and added that the creation of the ad-hoc committee was to address
other concerns that did not happen. He suggested they should meet with the ad-hoc committees every other month
as well. He mentioned they might want to investigate reprioritizing the money being spent on bus electrification
onto other projects because he is heard schools already have special funding for electrifying their bus fleets.

Christian Torres commented they are exploring having the new members take the survey that was taken near
the end of 2022 with the prior members. He said this will give them a bigger dataset and see where the priorities
for the CSC are.

Michael Moore mentioned the possibility of how the long hiatus caused by COVID played a factor in the meetings
losing popularity with the public. He suggested bringing back the sign-in sheet and sending out an email to the
people that attended in the past to remind them that the meetings are back in-person. He said they need to
investigate diverse ways of reaching out to the public. He added that having the meetings at the mall might have
played a part as well.

Belen Leon said the El Rio Central Medical Center in the mall was a fantastic location, but it is not available
anymore. She mentioned they need to find a new location.

Marco Peroni commented the sign-in sheets are a clever idea that they can go back to.
Christian Torres said they are hoping that list is current because it was used during the Zoom meetings.

Mary Salazar mentioned her concern would be prioritizing and reaching out to the population that lives in the worst
air quality areas that their data shows them. She said they are not involving the community in the meetings enough
and that she wants the meeting to stay relevant inside of their communities. She commented she is open to any
type of meeting. She suggested involving the schools more. She commented they should meet in a middle-ground
whenever they start their meetings up north.



Belen Leon thanked Mary Salazar for her comments and mentioned how important those types of comments are
for the committee.

Sergio Cabaias suggested creating an AB 617 program for schools and streamlining the agenda because this
gives them more time to discuss different topics. He said he was ok rotating the meetings between in-person and
through Zoom. He mentioned the meetings through Zoom should be between one and one and a half hours long.

Jose Landeros said the Zoom meetings could be only the presentations so the attendees can pay attention.
Israel Hernandez clarified that the Brawley and Calipatria meetings are different CSC committees.

Sergio Cabafnas mentioned that having a middle ground between the north and sound end is a great idea. He
added that having a meeting between both sides a couple of times a year is a clever idea.

Israel Hernandez asked for a consensus from the committee regarding having the meeting in one individual
location.

Belen Leon mentioned it is easier for people to show up to one location instead of three. She said they need to
take into consideration the distance traveled between the three locations.

Israel Hernandez liked the idea of having the meeting in the mall.
VI. Agency Updates

Belen Leon said they have three workshops in Westmoreland, Brawley, and Calipatria. She mentioned they will
continue to have public meetings until they have a full CSC membership. She said applications are welcome for
people that are around those areas.

Christian Torres reminded everyone about UC Davis and how they are continuing the AB 617 program evaluation.
He said everyone should have received a survey and asked if they could complete it because they were looking
for feedback. He said they will be hosting the first community meeting regarding the SDSU presentation about the
Imperial Valley research priorities on May 31st. He mentioned they will be doing outreach for this item in the
upcoming weeks.

Belen Leon commented they will be having an AQTF meeting where they will present the emissions inventory
from Mexicali.

VII. Topics on the Agenda and Date for the Next Meeting.

Christian Torres asked for a motion to schedule the next meeting for June 14th. He also welcomed any
recommendations for the next agenda.

Sergio Cabaiias said he and his alternate would not be able to attend that date for the next meeting.

Virginia Mendoza mentioned he wanted to add the San Diego Imperial County Sustainable Freight implementation
strategy to the agenda. She mentioned they are interested in presenting to the committee. She also made a motion
to schedule the next meeting for June 14th.

Michael Moore seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
VIil. Final Observations / Closing
Christian Torres thanked everyone for the lively discussion. He mentioned they need to be kept on their toes.
Belen Leon seconded what Christian Torres said.

Sergio Cabafias made a motion to adjourn the meeting.



Raul Ureiia seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
