l. Welcome and Opening Remarks by CSC Members

Madeline Rayon welcomed everyone. She mentioned the instructions for the interpretation services and recording
of consent guidelines to everyone in the meeting. She also shared the different ways that the public could view the
meeting. She mentioned how the members could access the agenda packet for the discussion and added how the
members and the public could submit comments for the discussion. She reminded the attendees about the virtual
engagement guidelines for the new committee members. She did an attendance check and mentioned they had
reached quorum. She gave a quick overview of the agenda packet for the meeting.

Belen Leon welcomed everyone to the meeting.
IL. Public Comments

Jacky Valadez thanked the committee and APCD for having the meeting at Southwest High School and integrating
education more into the projects.

1 Approval of Minutes
Sergio Cabafias made a motion to approve the September 13th meeting minutes.
Michael Moore seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
Sergio Cabafias made a motion to approve the October 11h meeting minutes.
Rene Felix seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
Iv. Presentations
Project Air Community Education (ACE), Jackie Valadez and Adriana Carrillo; SACHS.

Sergio Cabafias commented he views Southwest as his second home. He thanked Jackie Valadez for being a
good influence over his children. He congratulated her for approaching APCD.



Rene commented that it is very encouraging to have this type of event in which they integrate youth. He said their
job is to educate youth about the air quality situation. He mentioned that he and his colleagues would be very
excited to support them.

Mary Salazar was pleased about involving a school in the program. She was grateful for knowing that the students
would be aware of the environmental situation. She asked what the duration of the program would be.

Jackie Valadez mentioned the timeline for the program would be the spring semester. She anticipated the
curriculum and content delivery to be in 4 to 6 weeks. She commented they are trying to time it to distribute the air
filters around Earth Day in April. She said they will be doing a pre- and post-assessment of their students to
measure how much they learned throughout the project and share it with the committee so they can revise it if
necessary and hopefully distribute it to other communities.

Daniela Flores said she was very excited to see that younger students will be able to analyze their surroundings
regarding environmental hazards. She made herself available to help in the program for whatever was needed.

Jackie Valadez gave a shout-out to Hana for bringing this to her attention.
Adriana Carrilo thanked Jackie Valadez for her effort in the program.

Belen Leon was very excited to work with Southwest. She commented that the program was done through APCD.
She mentioned it could be an AB617 project.

Youth-led Participatory Action Research: Imperial County 2023, Chris Wong, Arlene Silva, Milagros,
Arisbeth Lopez, Abigail Montes; UCANR.

Christian Torres mentioned it was a great presentation. He offered Comite Civico’s support to help them in the
future.

Daniela Flores said she was aware of an existing program that is ready to fund tree planting in Calexico. She
mentioned that there could be a partnership they could do with the city of Calexico.

Mary Salazar mentioned she knew family members of a couple of the presenters; because of this, she knew they
would do a good job. She said she was interested in participating in any way she could.

Rene said it was an excellent presentation and said that part of the committee's job is to motivate the next
generations. He commented that family gardens are a great tool for the community. He said those experiences
bring the family together. He said that he was willing to volunteer for the project.

One participant mentioned that she has a degree in landscaping and said that she has seen how landscaping
has transitioned to the use of low-water plants and individual gardens. She said other counties have incentives to
switch from grass to low-water landscapes. She said she could share information on recommended plants for the
type of climate they have.

Sergio Cabaiias said it was a great program and as committee members, they need to support programs like this.
He congratulated them on their presentation.

Michael Moore commented he was happy to see the focus on urban greening because it was part of the AB 617
Committee goals.

Arlene Silva said she was incredibly grateful for the opportunity. She commented they would not have been able
to get to where they were without their mentors. She was incredibly grateful the project was going to keep being
worked on after they graduated.

An attendee mentioned this was an opportunity for the garden club to have an impact at Calexico High School
and to begin some type of education program with them.



Lorena Miramontes thanked Chris Wong for going out of his way to be with the group. She mentioned she wished
more kids in the school would take advantage of his knowledge. She mentioned her daughter has created lifetime
friendships through the project. She commented she was immensely proud of all of them.

Elizabeth Hernandez said she was Arisbeth’s mother and said she is noticed that her daughter takes full
advantage of the program.

Belen Leon mentioned they have achieved a lot with the program. She welcomed them to return to the committee.

Israel Hernandez said he would search for a type of project that would be in line with AB 617 and could include
incentives. He said he was hopeful they could do that for both programs.

Sergio Cabafias seconded what Israel Hernandez mentioned. He suggested starting to collaborate with Junior
High Schools, so they already know about the programs once they start High School.

Israel Hernandez said this aligns with the CERP strategies so it is something they can look at through that avenue.
V. Discussion / Information ltems

Imperial County AB 617 Open Discussion

Christian Torres suggested providing technical assistance through AB 617 to the groups that presented that day.

Belen Leon said there was a lot of expertise in the group. She mentioned there was a lot more commitment from
everyone regarding youth-related programs. She said they should keep the dialogue open with the schools.

Daniela Flores commented they could create a proposal geared towards the youth that included incentives. She
said she would support looking at a program that blends different AB 617 strategies.

Belen Leon mentioned sidewalks are also particularly important. She said approaching the city with letters asking
for support would be a clever idea.

Mary Salazar agreed with Belen Leon regarding the sidewalks. She was hopeful they could focus more on sending
letters to the city.

Daniela Flores said there was an opportunity to focus on education related to vehicle electrification through grants
that are used to get the word out regarding those programs. She mentioned she would like the committee to
allocate funds for incentives in the corridor focused on vehicle electrification as well.

Michael Moore suggested extending an invitation to all the cities for future meetings.
Belen Leon commented that that was a great idea.

Daniela Flores said they have representatives from Calexico and El Centro and said that would be a great start.
She asked if a shading project could fit within a transportation program.

Belen Leon mentioned it was something they could explore.
Rene said that it would be a good idea to invite the city mayors every quarter to give them important updates.
VI. Agency Updates

Belen Leon said they updated the board of supervisors about all the projects they are doing in the north and south
end. She mentioned they approved the phase 2 projects for AB 617.

Israel Hernandez confirmed the board of supervisors also approved the Heber improvements project. He thanked
the committee members who joined the board meeting.



Christian Torres said CARB is voting on their acceptance plan the following week. He commented their
Environmental Justice Summit was an enormous success and mentioned the sessions would be posted the
following week.

Daniela Flores mentioned she would pass around flyers to the community. She said she was part of the Imperial
Valley Equity and Justice Coalition and invited everyone to join a meeting regarding lithium developments on the
following Monday. She said the flyers will include more information.
