Il. Welcome and Opening Remarks by CSC Members

Daniela Flores pointed out the emergency exits and restrooms. She mentioned they have translating services
available and invited everyone to try out the food they have in the meeting.

Christian Torres welcomed everyone and thanked the people that showed up to the meeting on the 15%, He
thanked Mary and John Hernandez who were invited by CARB as part of the feedback team for year one
communities at UC Davis that past week and mentioned he also attended that meeting and gave feedback on
how year one communities are doing. He said that Oakland implemented their plan in December and are ramping
it up again, he said they should follow their footsteps and if not do better than them even though they have a
higger steering committee. He commented that they should take it as a challenge. He said that he hopes that
the meeting is productive.

Matt Dessert said that Roy Dorantes was videoing the meeting so they could keep the tape for the record. He
commented that Christian Torres is correct and that they need to show leadership.

Mersedes Martinez mentioned she looked forward to making more progress and ramping it up. She commented
that there’s nothing wrong with a little healthy competition.

Mireya Diaz commented that she looks forwards to the challenges in this upcoming year. She mentioned she
wants to see more diversified projects pop on in the radar. She said that all these parking lots have been very
good projects, but she'd like for them to branch out a little more. She mentioned that she'd like a little more
transparency as well

Aide Fulton said she’s looking forward to that day’s actions. She invited the members that are missing to be
more participative so they can get things done.

Blake Plourd thanked everyone for organizing the tour on the 15%. He said that the tour was well received by
CARB. He mentioned he'd like for all the vacant spots on the board to be filled.



Mary Salazar said it was an amazing moment for her to spend time in Sacramento and meet so many passionate
and wonderful people. She mentioned she learned a lot and brought back with her a lot of concerns and ideas.
She commented that one of those ideas was to involve the community and the city leaders. She mentioned that
Chris Velasco has so many ideas and is passionate about what they are doing there. She said they should
bring in more people that can spread the word out. She commented that they're moving in the right direction.

Marlene Flores said that she was very excited about the January 15 meeting because they had a lot of people
from the community show up and congratulated everyone that went. She mentioned she wants to see more
involvement in the community. She proposed looking at what Oakland is doing and try replicating it so that they
can move forward faster.

Tomas Oliva said he hasn't participated directly in the meeting until now. He mentioned the major of the city
appointed him to represent the city in the AB 617 committee. He commented that he has followed the work of
the committee through information given by APCD and said he wanted to applaud the efforts they've done until
that point. He mentioned that he hopes to do his part in the committee. He said he’s very mindful of the health
impacts in Imperial County and commented that in his job they assist local entities in whatever they can in terms
of improving asthma rates. He mentioned he has a personal passion for advocating in reduction and elimination
of ag burning in Imperial County. He said if there’s any way that he can help in the committee to let him know

Kristian Salgado said she looked forward to seeing how CCV and APCD continue to include the steering
committee in their decision making. She commented she looks forward to revisiting Tier 2 strategies. She
mentioned she also looks forward to looking into the funding available per project and details of the budget as
well as the type of projects available.

Diahna Garcia said she was excited at looking into more data and getting that data to more use. She said that
she wants to see more stuff getting done.

Sergio Cabanas mentioned that they need to move on to better and bigger projects. He said that they've been
stuck on the same thing for a few months. He commented that for them to be able to compete against Oakland
they need to come up with better plans and execute them correctly. He mentioned that there are members
missing and that it's hard to vote on something when they are not here. He said he feels like there are too many
members missing for them to have a vote that day.

Matt Dessert mentioned there are some corrections for the minutes. He said that they have been asked about
the budget for some time and said that they will have a handout for the committee with the administrative
expenses for the first 2 million dollars in the budget and another handout with the types of projects they've been
talking about that include the total cost of those projects. He said that he agrees that they need to move forward
with these projects and that now is the time to organize and put that together. He said if anyone missed the
CARB board meeting, it's available on their website and that it's the first time the CARB board went to their city
signifying the importance of all this

Christian Torres said that the past week when they were at the AB 617 meeting for steering committee
members and some of the consulting group it was discussed that the governor’s proposed budget has slashed
the program again. He proposed putting together a letter for all the year one communities to put pressure on the
governor to not slash the funds but increase them.

Matt Dessert said that that's why they are videoing the meetings so they can capture individual testimonies
better so they can use that technology in their message.



M. Public Comment

Chris Velasco from the Planning Division in the city of Calexico said he spoke with Mary Salazar about cost-
effective strategies to reduce pollution in Calexico. He introduced a plan involving bamboo green wall. He
mentioned that bamboo is a fast-growing plant and it sequesters a lot of carbon. He commented that he would
like to work with the committee with his reps from Calexico to implement a plan for this. He mentioned they
specifically targeted Nostros Park as a key area for this green wall that would prevent the clouds of dust from
going into the fields where the kids play. He submitted his renderings and mentioned they are open to working
with the AB 617 committee

Johnny Sample said that he was excited because he’s been talking about green barriers around the schools to
protect the air quality when the kids go out to play.

Ray Askins said he'd like to see what has been spent on in the last 6 months and a projection for the next 6
months. He said that they should have an idea of how the money is flowing. He commented that the bamboo
barrier is an excellent idea.

Tomas Oliva commented that for his day job he represents a member of congress and said that one of the
things they try to do at the federal government was secure funding for border-related water construction projects.
He mentioned the San Diego/Texas delegation worked with the white house to secure 300 million dollars in the
USNCA Agreement. He said that this funding would be given to the NAD Bank and approximately 150 million
dollars would go to the Tijuana river valley, San Diego and the New River. He mentioned that his effort as a
member of the city council is to hope to work with the council and see how much of that money they can secure
to fund a long-lasting project that would address water quality issues in the New River.

Johnny Sample said that for a plant to grow it's going to need water. He said the IED should be responsible to
be a partner for a 5 or 10-year plan so that the funding for water is going to be available at a reasonable price.
He mentioned they need community gardens where people can go and relax.
Mireya Diaz commented that people that are campaigning should stick around till the end of the meeting so they
can hear the community about what they need. She said that as a committee member she’s representing her
community. She said they have a lot of influence and they should stick to that commitment they made.

V. Approval of Minutes

It was mentioned that Aide Fulton was incorrectly listed as an alternate on the December 11 minute and should
be listed as a primary.

The comment was noted.
Christian Torres asked for a motion and a second to approve the minutes pending corrections.

The motion passed.



V. Discussion Items
CERP Approval Discussion

Christian Torres thanked everyone that participated in the tour with CARB. He personally thanked Blake
Plourd for explaining what was happening in Heber to the CARB board members. He said that CARB produced
a video of the tour. He commented about the letter regarding the budget and said they want to bring it forward,
but they need to be proactive in the way they bring this forward. He mentioned they set up a system where
instead of taking a formal vote they can reach out and try to get approval from most of the committee so that
they can write those letters.

Matt Dessert commented that they need to have integrity in how the two co-chairs are managing this and show
leadership.

Christian Torres said that now that the CERP has been approved the only big hurdle to overcome would be
the funding. He mentioned all that's needed is to see how much percentage of the money would be sent down
for certain projects. He mentioned that some projects are capped at 60-70%. He noted Kristian Salgado’s
comment about taking another look at Tier 2 strategies because those strategies would-be set-in place after
looking at the data of Tier 1 strategies. He opened the floor to the committee to hear their opinions about what
they've seen from the CERP and what ideas they have moving forward.

Mireya Diaz regarding Christian Torres’ comment about the budget, said that everything comes with
instructions and limits with any funding that's received. She said that if they already have the information about
what projects are capped at whatever percentage, why doesn’t she have this information. She mentioned that
at that point in the game that information should be free flowing. She said she felt upset about her not knowing
this information because she and other members have been asking about info about the budget for some time.
She commented that she’s not complaining about the budget being cut. She mentioned that that information
should not be on a need-to-know basis.

Kristian Salgado said that moving forward they should be very clear on what projects are AB 617 funded
therefore the committee has input on them and which ones are part of APCD.

Christian Torres answering to Mireya Diaz, said that they did fail in not bringing forward the budget information.
He mentioned that CARB proposed that internally but that it should've been made available to the committee.
He asked CARB if they could give an update on whether they can present that information in a more simplified
fashion.

Andrea Juarez said that that the 2-million-dollar district implementation funds are not just for monitoring but also
for projects or anything regarding AB 617 implementation in the community. Regarding the 8 million cap incentive
funds, she said that Imperial Air District is getting 7 million for projects and a portion of the 8 million is for admin.
She mentioned the framework for how the funding will be used to what types of projects are still being worked
on and they don't have that published yet. She said that the division that's working on the cap incentives funding
will have a workshop around mid to late March and that's when they're going to get input from CSC members
and that the expects a representative of that division to come to a CSC meeting to present information about
that.

An attendee asked Andrea Juarez if she could clarify the funding reserved for admin.



Andrea Juarez said that the budget for cap incentives is above 8 million dollars total and 7 million is dedicated
towards project funding. She said that roughly a million is for admin. She mentioned that the 2 million are district
implementation funds which are separate from the cap incentive funds.

Matt Dessert said they have a handout regarding the 2-million-dollar budget and the 8-million-dollar budget. He
mentioned that this topic will be an agenda item for the next meeting. He said that they didn't need to have
questions about it at that meeting. He commented that APCD and CCV are available for further information
regarding the budgets so they can have a robust discussion about it on the next meeting

Scheduling of future CSC Meetings

Christian Torres disagreed on having the meetings bi-monthly. He said it's beneficial to have the meetings
each month because it keeps everyone in check and that he wouldn't feel comfortable with not updating
everyone with what's going on behind the scenes.

A CSC member said that he doesn’t mind meeting Wednesday's but for the spring semester he will be teaching
a class in the evenings so he will have his alternate step in when he’s not available.

Ray Askins commented that there are other means to recover the funds that will be cut from the budget not
only from the county but also from the State’s programs that can step in where they had to cut back on their
projects. He said that they need to take a hard look at that option. He said that the state should pay for the CARB
tour meetings and not from the corridor budget.

Daniela Flores put on hold any other comments about the budget because it wasn't an agenda item. She
mentioned it will be on the agenda for the next meeting.

VI. Action Item - Community Air Monitoring Program

Blake Plourd commented that he'd like to prioritize monitors in unrepresented areas that were for example over
a mile from an existing monitor.

Christian Torres mentioned that CCV already has IVAN monitors located in both locations, one in Calexico
which will be moved to the other side of the block and the monitor in the APCD offices. He said that CARB will
be looking forward to them comparing the data between the regulatory monitors and the [IVAN monitors.

A CSC Member asked what the cross-street on the Calexico monitor was.

Christian Torres said that he couldn’t remember the cross-street but mentioned that the monitor was in the
school air district.

Daniela Flores asked the members if there were any alternate sites that stood out for anyone.

Diahna Garcia commented that she’d remove the two monitors from Heber considering they already have two
in Heber.

Sergio Cabanas said that the Heber geothermal location was misnamed and that it was called the Second
Imperial Geothermal camp. He mentioned that right next to them are pyramid construction and that they create
a lot of dust. He commented that the IID trucks drive at whatever speeds they want and pick up a lot of dust and
no one can tell them anything. He said that whenever there are complaints they come to his site when in fact
he’s not the one creating all the dust.

Christian Torres mentioned that the truck issue has been brought up before. He said that APCD staff explained
that the trucks can go up to 35 mph on the dirt roads.



An attendee said that the committee should send them a memo because she has seen the trucks going 55-60
mph.

Mersedes Martinez mentioned that the placement of the monitors isn’t to see whao’s to blame but to find out the
air quality near the residents. She said that they shouldn't take it personally.

Matt Dessert said that it could seem that way but through the discussion, they are taking in the meetings they
will learn the neighborhoods even better. He mentioned that APCD already has a pretty good understanding of
this but that doesn’t mean they conveyed that to the community properly. He commented that when they start
getting complaints, they need to do a better job of investigating.

Abraham Campos said the was happy to volunteer for an area so that they can put a monitor closer to the
schools. He mentioned that there’s a monitor on the wastewater treatment plant and that they could achieve the
same monitoring if they move it elsewhere.

Mary Salazar recommended moving the Calexico monitor closer to the 3 schools that are in the same area.

Christian Torres mentioned that that monitor is right next to the CARB monitor. He said that the monitor would
be moved to the other side of the block because CARB would be moving their monitor over there.,

Blake Plourd said that as a committee they should be conscious of how they name the monitors because
naming them to the industry they're beside too can cause a lot of controversies.

Christian Torres said that the names shown are for voting purposes only but in general they try to name them
after the cross-streets or a school location. He mentioned that there could be negative feedback to the committee
if they start naming them after specific industries.

Abraham Campos said that that would be helpful, but it would be better if they moved the monitor to a school.

Christian Torres asked the committee if they would feel comfortable removing the monitor at Cesar Chavez
and the one at the west port of entry.

A CSC Member asked if they were removing or reallocating those monitors.
Christian Torres said that they were reallocating the monitors.

Blake Plourd made a motion to re-prioritize the list of 15 monitors and choose monitors over one mile away
from existing monitors and get those installed.

A CSC Member seconded the motion.

Christian Torres mentioned that this is just for the community VAN monitors, not for the regulatory ones. He
said that if they take something off this list it doesn’'t mean that they can't bring back the mobile units APCD is
offering

Abraham Campos requested to amend the previous motion.

Matt Dessert said that they will take that into consideration after it's passed. He told Abraham Campos that he

couldn’t request an amendment because he was sitting in for an alternate, Tomas Oliva. He mentioned that for
his own peace of mind this motion didn’'t mean it would lock these specific locations.



Diahna Garcia asked why they are having a motion and a vote if they could go back and reassess them at the
next meeting.

Christian Torres commented that it could be reassessed.
Matt Dessert said that it was a formal direction for them to put it together for the next agenda item.

Diahna Garcia said that people that weren't there for that meeting might not like it in the next meeting so they
would have to go over it again and again. She commented why didn't they go over the exact locations first. She
asked when they were going to get the monitors in place.

Matt Dessert commented that this was a significant activity and that there has been a motion and a second and
that's how that process is done. He mentioned that he hears Diahna Garcia’s urgency loud and clear. He said
that they haven't received any of the money to do these projects. He mentioned that they are getting a bit ahead
of themselves with the expenditures. He commented that it takes time and planning to get these projects going.

Daniela Flores said there was a motion on the floor and there was still some discussion going on.

Blake Plourd clarified his motion and said he was asking the co-chairs to refine the list of 15 monitors and slim
them down to 4 or 5 that are a mile away from an existing monitor that isn’t redundant and are projects they
actually want to do.

A co-chair mentioned that in 2019 they were going through the process of putting together the Air Monitoring
Plan and they looked at how many sites they wanted to add which was decided on being 15 additional sites. He
commented they made a list of alternate sites in case they ran into any roadblocks. He mentioned this was being
brought back to the committee so they could see how some areas would be oversaturated with the 15 primary
sites. He said that the point of the discussion was to see if they could swap some locations with the alternate
ones.

Christian Torres commented that Blake Plourd’s suggestion of removing monitors that are at least a mile away
from an existing monitor is a good way to narrow that list down.

Mireya Diaz said that she understands Diahna Garcia’s concern about getting stuff done but she also respects
the process. She commented that it's important to have that voice as part of the committee. She mentioned that
tabling things happen in school board meetings all the time. She said that they should respect the process and
see it through as it is.

Diahna Garcia mentioned that the way the action reads doesn’t require a vote. She said that they are going
about the agenda wrong. She commented that the action doesn’'t mention anything about moving the Calexico
monitors and that they should be doing that separately.

Daniela Flores reminded everyone that they all voted on the rules that would be followed as a decision-making
body and anyone can revisit them if they feel that they should go about things in a different way.

Diahna Garcia commented that they aren't following Robert's Rules or the way a motion, a second and an
action item on an agenda is done. She said that if someone complained about their procedures the whole
meeting could be a waste of time.

Matt Dessert mentioned that they had the item in the December meeting but had some technical difficulties with
presenting the map. He said that they will have more clarity on the action items moving forward.



An attendee said that they are refining and prioritizing the list. She mentioned they don’t want monitors
overlapping each other.

Diahna Garcia said the action item says that they are voting to relocate two of the 15 monitors and that that's
the only thing the agenda allows them to vote on which is fine. She commented that they should start out
correctly. She mentioned that voting on changing names and whatnot should be a separate vote. She
commented that she is trying to steer it correctly.

Matt Dessert mentioned that the two co-chair agencies should smartly take that into consideration. He
commented that they will make the action items more direct in the future.

Christian Torres asked Daniela Flores what the correct motion would be for the committee to approve the two
Calexico sites to be changed to the two alternate locations.

Daniela Flores said the committee members must introduce that motion and the vote must be on if they all
agree to relocate those two Calexico monitors. She mentioned that if there’s no consensus they would move
forward to approve the 15 original locations. She commented that if a committee member brings that motion,
they can continue to discuss that point.

Matt Dessert commented that the monitors wouldn't be installed overnight, and it would take around 6-8 months.
Daniela Flores asked if there was a motion to relocate those two sites.

Blake Plourd retracted his previous motion and said that what he wanted to see is the staff to come back with
how far each proposed monitor and the alternates are from an existing IVAN monitor. He mentioned that he
thinks that's all the information they need to see which monitors are redundant. He commented that he thinks
there more redundant monitors than the two in Calexico.

Matt Dessert commented that if Blake Plourd doesn't feel how the list is at right now, he can make a motion to
table it and bring it back with that data later.

Blake Plourd said that it would be better to get the updated map before the next meeting so they can look at
the map and do their homework. He mentioned he'd like a small part of the committee to get together and look
at the map and bring forth and updated list of monitors to get it blessed in front of the full committee.

Christian Torres asked if they would need that map with all the data including all the IVAN monitors on it within
a week.

Sergio Cabanas commented that he'd like APCD and Comite Civico to get together and bring to the committee
several maps with alternate locations so they can come up with the best locations.

Matt Dessert said that the bylaws allow them to form subcommittees. He mentioned that this could be a chance
to form a subcommittee representing the group.

Daniela Flores asked if anyone was going to make the motion to table the item.
Diahna Garcia made a motion to table the item until they find a better monitoring map.

A CSC member seconded the motion.



Blake Plourd said they should have an opportunity for members of the public or CCV to go look at the maps
even if they must go down to APCD to do it.

Christian Torres said the motion to table passed.

VII. Agency Updates

An APCD member reminded everyone about the handouts about the budget as it relates to the Air Monitoring
Plan. He asked everyone to please look at that. He also noted everyone’'s comments about retooling the
monitors’ map so they can move forward and get that vote.

Miguel Hernandez reminded everyone about an educational campaign for the upcoming census. He
commented they have a group of volunteers around the county. He said they just had an event in Calexico called
Ama Tu Corazon. He said to please be polite to the volunteers if they knock on anyone’s door.

A State representative said that the next day would be their board meeting to take the CERPS for review and
approval by the board. She commented that the meeting would be webcast if anyone was interested in watching
it.

A member from Comite Civico mentioned that there have been schools reaching out to them about asthma
verifications. She commented that they should recognize there is pollution entering the schools and that they
are asking for support specifically about the location of the pollutants.

Luis Olmedo said that the Eastern Coachella Valley has been selected to participate in AB 617, so they are
going to launch their first steering committee next Thursday. He commented that they've been informing CARB
about their interest in the North End for that very reason because it made sense for them to become a part of
the program. He commented that the governor's budget had 18 million dollars for funding to the new river and
that he imagined that the money would be used for the new river strategic plan which begins in Calexico and
moves the contaminated water outside of Calexico. He said that there are another 10 million dollars for bond
money which probably comes with more red tape but nonetheless the money is there.

VIIL. Agenda Topics for Next Meeting

Christian Torres said that they will bring back the locations for the community monitors. He commented that
Matt Dessert already stated that the budget will be coming back for the next meeting. He mentioned that he
proposed to bring back the letter asking the State to not cut the funding for the program but to increase it. He
commented that the process for expediting that is very quick so they might not have time to bring it up at the
next meeting. He said that they're trying to build a system where they would reply to a call, text message or
email so they can reply.

Matt Dessert commented that he has been in discussion with Luis Olmedo about filling in the vacant seats and
they have some applications to review so they would be seeing the seats filled up at the next meeting.

Blake Plourd said that they should open the action item for the monitor locations to all the sites not just two for
the next meeting.

Christian Torres noted Blake Plourd’s comment.



IX. Closing Remarks / Adjournment

Aide Fulton thanked the public for attending that day. She invited everyone to have an inventory of other projects
happening in the community that would help them enhance the AB 617 projects.

A CSC member commented that she enjoyed the heated conversations they had that day because she thinks
it opens a level of trust in the committee to express what they really want to say.

A CSC member said that she learns more each time she comes to the meetings about the projects that are
occurring state-wide especially in the valley and the new river. She commented that it seems that they are
investing in the new river project already to see how they can divert the funds into something else. She invited
anyone to invite agency representatives to the meeting.

Diahna Garcia asked if they could get a list of how the money could be spent.

Matt Dessert mentioned that they have put a list of potential projects. He said that they will get in contact with
CARB to see what kind of other projects they can share.

Diahna Garcia said they could also be innovative and create a new project that hasn't been done before.

Kristian Salgado mentioned that she works for the cooperative extension and one of the projects they are close
with is a program that supports agricultural operations to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and build carbon
soil. She commented that they will have 3 workshops coming up in partnership with the local farm bureau. She
commented that these are great projects to tie into the meeting. She thinks they are very relevant to the
conversation they had in the meeting. She said one workshop is on February 25", another on March 11t and
one on April 22nd,

Christian Torres said he liked the heated debate they had because that is what he wants to see from his
community. He acknowledged there was at least one public comment,

Ray Askins said that the two sensors they were talking about are designed to measure the chemical output of
the wastewater plant and the airport and they need to take that into consideration. He mentioned that the port of
entry is responsible for a third of the air pollution they have.

An attendee suggested involving the schools because this has a lot to do with environmental biology and
chemistry. She mentioned emailing the teachers in high schools so they can have presentations in their
classrooms. She said that she likes the layout they use for the meetings but noticed they could be straighter
forward and concise about their comments.

Ray commented that he noticed that the co-chairs talked down to an alternate and shortly after that he left. He
suggested talking to alternates as equals because they come down and sit in on their own time without being
paid.

Andrea Juarez responding to Diahna Garcia’s comment about what other types of projects could be done with
the budget said that the framework for the cap incentives fund is being worked on that there should be some
workshops being held by that division in March. She said that the purpose of those workshops was to get
feedback from the community on what they think could be funded with that money.



Thomas Olson pointed out that California has the California Climate Investment Fund which funds projects

throughout the state. He said there is a project list that they can look at for reference about projects funded with
money outside of their funds.

Johnny Sample suggested adding a short public comment period after each agenda item instead of at the end.
Christian Torres said the next meeting will be March 11% with location TBD.

Dijo que
Oakland implementd su plan en diciembre y lo esta acelerando nuevamente, dijo que deberian seguir sus pasos
y, Si no, hacerlo mejor que ellos, a pesar de que tienen un comité directivo mas grande. Comenté que deberian
tomarlo como un desafio.

Comento que le gustaria trabajar con el comité con sus representantes de Calexico para implementar un plan
para esto. Menciond que vieron especificamente a Nosotros Park como un area clave para este muro verde
que evitaria que las nubes de polvo ingresen a los campos donde juegan los nifios. Presentd sus
representaciones y menciono que estan abiertas a trabajar con el comité AB 617

Johnny Sample dijo que estaba emocionado porque ha estado hablando de barreras verdes alrededor de las
escuelas para proteger la calidad del aire cuando los nifios salen a jugar.

Ray Askins dijo que le gustaria ver en qué se ha invertido en los (ltimos 6 meses y una proyeccion para los
proximos 6 meses. Dijo que deberian tener una idea de como fluye el dinero. Comenté que la barrera de bamb
es una excelente idea.

Tomas Oliva comenté que para su trabajo diario representa a un miembro del congreso y dijo que una de las
cosas que intentan hacer en el gobierno federal es la financiacion segura para proyectos de agua relacionados
con la frontera. Mencion6 que la delegacion de San Diego / Texas trabajé con la Casa Blanca para asegurar
300 millones de ddlares en el Acuerdo de la USNCA. Dijo que esta financiacion se otorgaria al Banco NAD y
que aproximadamente 150 millones de ddlares se destinarian al valle del rio Tijuana, San Diego y el Rio Nuevo.
Menciond que su esfuerzo como miembro del consejo de la ciudad es esperar trabajar con el consejo y ver
cuanto de ese dinero pueden asegurar para financiar un proyecto duradero que abordaria los problemas de
calidad del agua en el Rio Nuevo.

Johnny Sample dijo que para que una planta crezca necesitara agua. Dijo que el IED deberia ser responsable
de un plan de 5 0 10 afios para que los fondos para el agua estén disponibles a un precio razonable. Menciond
que necesitan jardines comunitarios donde la gente pueda ir y relajarse.

Mireya Diaz coment6 que las personas que estan haciendo campafia deben quedarse hasta el final de la
reunion para que puedan escuchar a la comunidad sobre lo que realmente necesitan.

V. Temas de discusion
Discusion sobre la aprobacion del CERP

Christian Torres agradecié a todos los que participaron en la gira con CARB. Personalmente agradecié a
Blake Plourd por explicar lo que estaba sucediendo en Heber a los miembros de la junta de CARB. Coment6
que CARB produijo un video de la gira. Comentd que les gustaria presentar la carta sobre el presupuesto, pero
que deben ser proactivos en la forma en que lo presentan. Menciond que establecieron un sistema en el que,
si bien no pueden votar formalmente en la reunién, pueden comunicarse e intentar obtener la aprobacion de la
mayoria del comité para que puedan escribir esas cartas.

Matt Dessert comentd que necesitan tener integridad en cdmo los dos copresidentes estan manejando esto y
mostrar liderazgo.

Christian Torres Dijo que ahora que el CERP ha sido aprobado, el tnico gran obstaculo a superar seria la
financiacion. Menciond que todo lo que se necesita es ver cuanto porcentaje del dinero se enviaria para ciertos
proyectos. Menciond que algunos proyectos tienen un limite de 60-70%. Sefial6 el comentario de Kristian
Salgado acerca de volver a analizar las estrategias de Nivel 2 porque esas estrategias se establecerian
después de analizar los datos de las estrategias de Nivel 1. Abri6 la palabra al comité para escuchar sus
opiniones sobre lo que han visto del CERP y las ideas que tienen para avanzar.

Mireya Diaz En cuanto al comentario de Christian Torres sobre el presupuesto, dijo que todo viene con
instrucciones y limites con cualquier financiamiento que se reciba. Dijo que si ya tienen la informacion sobre
qué proyectos estan limitados en cualquier porcentaje, ¢por qué no tiene esta informacion? Menciond que en
ese punto del juego esa informacion deberia fluir libremente. Dijo que se sentia molesta por no saber esta
informacidn porque ella y otros miembros han estado preguntando por informacion sobre el presupuesto por
algun tiempo. Comentd que no se queja de que se recorta el presupuesto. Menciond que esa informacion no
deberia ser una necesidad de saber.

Kristian Salgado dijo que en el futuro deberian ser muy claros sobre qué proyectos estéan financiados por AB
617 y cuales son parte de APCD.

Christian Torres En respuesta a Mireya Diaz, dijo que no lograron no presentar la informacion del presupuesto.
Mencioné que CARB propuso eso internamente, pero que deberia haber sido puesto a disposicion del comité.
Le pregunté a CARB si podian dar una actualizacion sobre si pueden presentar esa informacion de una manera
mas simplificada

Andrea Juérez dijo que los fondos de implementacion del distrito de 2 millones de dolares no son solo para
monitoreo sino también para implementacion y pueden usarse para proyectos o cualquier cosa relacionada con
la implementacion de AB 617 en la comunidad. Con respecto a los 8 millones de fondos de incentivos de
capitalizacion, dijo que el Distrito Imperial del Aire obtuvo 7 millones para proyectos y una parte de los 8 millones
es para administracion. Menciond el marco sobre como se utilizara la financiacion para los tipos de proyectos
en los que todavia se esta trabajando y aun no se han publicado. Dijo que la division que esta trabajando en la
financiacion de incentivos de capitalizacion tendrd un taller alrededor de mediados o finales de marzo y que
seré entonces cuando recibirdn aportes de los miembros de CSC y que espera que un representante de esa
division asista a una reunion de CSC para presentar informacion sobre eso.

Un asistente le pregunt6 a Andrea Juarez si podia aclarar los fondos reservados para el administrador.
Andrea Juarez dijo que el presupuesto para incentivos es superior a 8 millones de délares en total y 7 millones
se dedican a la financiacion de proyectos. Dijo que aproximadamente un millén es para la administracion.



Menciond que los 2 millones son fondos de implementacion del distrito que estan separados de los fondos de
incentivos de capitalizacion.

Matt Dessert dijo que tienen un folleto sobre el presupuesto de 2 millones de ddlares y el presupuesto de 8
millones de ddlares. Mencioné que este tema sera un tema de agenda para la proxima reunion y que no
necesitaban hacer preguntas al respecto en esa reunion. Coment6 que APCD y CCV estan disponibles para
obtener mas informacion sobre los presupuestos para que puedan tener una discusion sélida al respecto en la
proxima reunion

Planificacion de juntas futuras de CSC

Christian Torres no estuvo de acuerdo en tener las reuniones bimensualmente. Dijo que es beneficioso tener
las reuniones cada mes porque mantiene a todos bajo control y que no se sentiria comodo con no actualizar a
todos con lo que esta sucediendo detras de escena.

Un miembro del comité dijo que no le importaba reunirse el miércoles, pero que durante el semestre de
primavera impartira una clase por las tardes, por lo que tendra un paso alternativo cuando no esté disponible.

Ray Askins coment6 que hay otros medios para recuperar los fondos que se recortaran del presupuesto no
solo del condado sino también de los programas del Estado que pueden intervenir donde tuvieron que recortar
sus proyectos. Dijo que necesitan analizar detenidamente esa opcion. Dijo que el estado deberia pagar las
reuniones de la gira CARB y no con el presupuesto de AB 617.

Daniela Flores puso en espera cualquier otro comentario sobre el presupuesto porque no era un tema de la
agenda. Menciond que estara en la agenda de la préxima reunion.

VI. Accion - Programa Comunitario de Monitoreo del Aire

Blake Plourd comentd que le gustaria priorizar monitores en areas no representadas que estaban, por ejemplo,
a mas de una milla de un monitor existente.

Christian Torres Mencion6 que dos monitores reguladores CCV ya tienen monitores IVAN ubicados en su
cercania, uno en Calexico que se trasladard al otro lado de la cuadra y el monitor en las oficinas de APCD. Dijo
que CARB los estara esperando para comparar los datos entre los monitores reguladores y los monitores IVAN.

Un miembro del CSC preguntd cuél era el cruce de calles en el monitor Calexico.

Christian Torres dijo que no podia recordar el cruce de la calle, pero menciond que el monitor estaba ubicado
en el distrito escolar.

Daniela Flores les pregunt6 a los miembros si les destacaba algun sitio alternativo.
Diahna Garcia comentd que ella eliminaria los dos monitores de Heber considerando que ya tienen dos ahi.

Sergio Cabafias dijo que la ubicacion geotérmica de Heber tenia el nombre incorrecto y que se llamaba el
segundo campamento geotérmico imperial. Menciono que justo al lado de ellos esta Pyramid Construction y
que crean mucho polvo. Comentd que los camiones de IID conducen a la velocidad que deseen y levantan
mucho polvo y nadie puede decirles nada. Dijo que cuando hay quejas vienen con el cuando en realidad no es
él quien esta creando todo el polvo.



Christian Torres mencion6 que el problema de los camiones ya se ha mencionado anteriormente. Dijo que el
personal de APCD explicé que los camiones pueden recorrer hasta 35 mph en los caminos de tierra.

Un asistente dijo que el comité deberia enviarles una carta porque ella ha visto los camiones yendo a 55-60
mph.

Mersedes Martinez menciond que la ubicacion de los monitores no es para ver quién tiene la culpa sino para
averiguar la calidad del aire cerca de los residentes. Dijo que no deberian tomarlo como algo personal.

Matt Dessert Dijo que podria parecer asi, pero a través de la discusion, estan asistiendo a las reuniones y
entenderan las necesidades de los vecindarios aun mejor. Menciond que APCD ya tiene una buena
comprension de esto, pero eso no significa que lo hayan transmitido a la comunidad adecuadamente. Coment6
que cuando comienzan a recibir quejas necesitan investigar mejor.

Abraham Campos dijo que estaba dispuesto de ser voluntario para un area para que puedan poner un monitor
mas cerca de las escuelas. Mencioné que hay un monitor en la planta de tratamiento de aguas residuales que
podria ser de mas utilidad en otra ubicacion

Mary Salazar recomendd acercar el monitor Calexico a las 3 escuelas que se encuentran en la misma area,

Christian Torres menciond que ese monitor en particular esta justo al lado de un monitor CARB. Dijo que el
monitor se moveria al otro lado de la cuadra porque CARB planea en mover su monitor.

Blake Plourd dijo que como comité deberian ser conscientes de cdmo nombran a los monitores porque
nombrarlos con nombres de las industrias cercanas a su ubicacién puede causar problemas.

Christian Torres dijo que los nombres que se muestran son solo para fines de votacion, pero en general
intentan nombrarlos después del cruce de calles o la ubicacion de una escuela. Mencion6 que podria haber
comentarios negativos para el comité si comienzan a nombrarlos por industrias especificas.

Abraham Campos dijo que eso seria (til, pero que seria mejor si trasladaran el monitor a una escuela.

Christian Torres pregunt6 al comité si se sentirian comodos quitando el monitor de César Chavez y el del
puerto de entrada oeste.

Un miembro del comité pregunto si estaban eliminando o reasignando esos monitores.
Christian Torres dijo que estaban reasignando los monitores.

Blake Plourd hizo una mocion para volver a priorizar la lista de 15 monitores y elegir monitores a mas de una
milla de distancia de los monitores existentes e instalarlos.

Un miembro del comité secundé la mocién.
Christian Torres menciono que esto es solo para los monitores IVAN de la comunidad, no para los reguladores.
Dijo que, si quitan algo de esta lista, no significa que no puedan recuperar las unidades méviles que APCD esta

ofreciendo.

Abraham Campos solicité modificar la mocién anterior.



Matt Dessert dijo que lo tomaran en consideracion después de que haya pasado. Le dijo a Abraham Campos
que no podia solicitar una modificacion porque era un alternativo, Tomas Oliva. Menciond que, para su propia
tranquilidad, esta mocién no significaba que bloquearia estas ubicaciones especificas.

Diahna Garcia pregunt6 por qué tienen una mocion y una votacion si podrian regresar y reevaluarlos en la
préxima reunion.

Christian Torres comentd que si pudieran ser reevaluados.
Matt Dessert dijo que era una direccidn formal para ellos armarlo para el préximo punto de la agenda.

Diahna Garcia dijo que a las personas que no estuvieron alli para esa reunion quizas no estén de acuerdo con
las ubicaciones en la proxima reunién, por lo que tendrian que repasarlo una y otra vez. Coment6 por qué no
revisaron primero las ubicaciones exactas. Pregunt6 cuando iban a poner los monitores en su lugar.

Matt Dessert coment6 que esta fue una actividad importante y que hubo una mocién y una segunda y asi es
como se realiza ese proceso. Menciond que escucha la urgencia de Diahna Garcia alto y claro. Dijo que no
han recibido nada de dinero para hacer estos proyectos y que se estan adelantando un poco con los gastos.
Comento que lleva tiempo y planificacién poner en marcha estos proyectos.

Daniela Flores dijo que habia una mocion en el piso y todavia habia algo de discusion.

Blake Plourd aclaré su mocion y dijo que estaba pidiendo a los copresidentes que refinaran la lista de 15
monitores y los redujeran a 4 0 5 que estan a una milla de distancia de un monitor existente que no es
redundante y que son proyectos que realmente quieren hacer.

Un copresidente menciond que en 2019 estaban pasando por el proceso de elaborar el Plan de Monitoreo del
Aire y analizaron cuantos sitios querian agregar, lo que se decidié en 15 sitios adicionales. Comenté que
hicieron una lista de sitios alternativos en caso de que se toparan con obstaculos. Menciond que esto se llevaria
de vuelta al comité para que pudieran ver como algunas areas se saturarian con los 15 sitios principales. Dijo
que el punto de la discusion era ver si podian intercambiar algunas ubicaciones con las alternativas.

Christian Torres coment6 que la sugerencia de Blake Plourd de eliminar los monitores que estan al menos a
una milla de distancia de un monitor existente es una buena manera de reducir esa lista.

Mireya Diaz dijo que entiende la preocupacion de Diahna Garcia por hacer las cosas, pero también respeta el
proceso. Comentd que es importante tener esa voz como parte del comité. Menciond que mover las cosas a
una fecha posterior ocurre en las reuniones de las juntas escolares todo el tiempo. Dijo que deberian respetar
el proceso y llevarlo a cabo tal como esta.

Diahna Garcia mencion6 que la forma en que se lee la accion no requiere un voto. Dijo que van sobre la agenda
mal. Comentd que la accién no menciona nada sobre mover los monitores Calexico y que deberian hacerlo por
separado.

Daniela Flores record6 a todos que todos votaron sobre las reglas que se seguirian como un érgano de toma
de decisiones y que cualquiera puede volver a visitarlas si considera que debe abordar las cosas de una manera
diferente.

Diahna Garcia coment6 que no siguen las Reglas de Robert o la forma en que se hace una mocién, un segundo
y un elemento de accién en una agenda. Dijo que, si alguien se quejaba de sus procedimientos, toda la reunién
podria ser una pérdida de tiempo.



Matt Dessert menciond que tenian el articulo en la reunion de diciembre pero que tuvieron algunas dificultades
técnicas para presentar el mapa.

Comenté que deberian comenzar
correctamente. Menciond que votar por cambiar nombres y otras cosas deberia ser un voto por separado.
Menciond que esta tratando de dirigirlo correctamente.

Matt Dessert menciond que las dos agencias copresidentes deberian tener esto en cuenta. Comenté que haran
que los elementos de accion sean mas directos en el futuro.

Christian Torres pregunté Daniela Flores cual seria la mocion correcta para que el comité apruebe que los
dos sitios de Calexico se cambien a las dos ubicaciones alternativas.

Daniela Flores dijo que los miembros del comité tienen que presentar esa mocion y que se debe votar si todos
acuerdan reubicar esos dos monitores Calexico. Mencioné que, si no hay consenso alli, avanzarian para
aprobar las 15 ubicaciones originales. Coment6 que, si un miembro del comité presenta esa mocion, puede
continuar teniendo una discusién sobre ese punto.

Matt Dessert coment6 que los monitores no se instalarian de la noche a la mafiana y que tardarian entre 6 y 8
meses.

Daniela Flores pregunt6 si hubo una mocién para reubicar esos dos sitios.

Blake Plourd retract su mocion anterior y dijo que lo que queria ver era que el personal volviera con la distancia
que cada monitor propuesto y las alternativas estan de un monitor IVAN existente. Menciond que cree que esa
es toda la informacién que necesitan para ver qué monitores son redundantes. Comenté que cree que hay mas
monitores redundantes que los dos en Calexico.

Miguel Hernandez record6 a todos acerca de una campafa educativa para el préximo censo. Comento6 que
tienen un grupo de voluntarios en todo el condado. Dijo que acaban de tener un evento en Calexico llamado
Ama Tu Corazon. Dijo que por favor sea cortés con los voluntarios si tocan a la puerta de alguien.

Un representante del Estado dijo que al dia siguiente seria su reunion de la junta para llevar el CERP para su
revision y aprobacion por la junta.
